The use of Artificial Intelligence technology within agencies and
companies is increasingly accelerating, especially given the
widespread adoption of Facial Recognition technology. There are
obvious security and bias concerns given this technology, such as
the leaking of biometric information or the fact that much of this
technology has been shown to not work for those with darker skin
tones. However, the workshop will show how facial recognition
and newly developed emotion recognition are being sold to public
agencies by private vendors, and point to specific dangers that one
needs to be aware when thinking about the large scale adoption of
these technologies.

Varoon Mathur, as a Technology Fellow, Varoon conducts
interdisciplinary research on the social implications of machine
learning and related technologies on public domains. Varoon joins
Al Now after serving as a Microsoft Data Science for Social Good
Fellow and earning his software engineering degree from UBC with
a focus on machine learning. He is also a global health activist, and
is a Coordinating Committee Fellow with Universities Allied for
Essential Medicines, a student-driven NGO focused on access to
medicines issues for the vulnerable and marginalized population.
He has advised on global health policy and research at the World
Health Organization and is a former TEDx Speaker.
